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Why not pursue a global career path?
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The aim of the session is to discuss what we need to do to achieve a global career in this ever-changing world.

The world we live in now is changing dynamically. The rapid growth and new development of information and communication technologies
(ICTs) have drastically shortened the distance between people all over the world, making it much easier for us to connect with anything or
anyone all over the world. Using modern technology, such as phones or laptops, you can access a vast majority of knowledge that human
beings have developed and also share your idea immediately through social media with billions of people worldwide.

As a result, taking advantage of ICTs, individuals with unique abilities all over the world can easily cooperate with each other and enhance
their capabilities, while the meaning of existing authorities becomes less important. The world of today is not where people walk on a paved
road leading to a predictable future but where we improve our uniqueness and connect to the unpredicted changing world in order to pursue a
fulfilling career path.

When it comes to a global career path in our medicine field, research in basic science abroad used to be almost an only pathway, which
physicians can pursue. However, the circumstances around us have been changing. Today, there are more physicians who experience clinical
residency training overseas, playing an active role as an excellent clinician-educator in Japan. There are also other physicians who pursue their
career with a master's degree or Ph.D. at a graduate school in other Asian countries or Western countries to achieve their individual goals. The
"paved" global career path does not seem to exist any more. Therefore, you need to have the ability of creating your own career and, in fact, it
is not as difficult as it used to be.

In this session, we invite several Japanese physicians who have developed global careers with various backgrounds as panelists. In the first
half, we share experiences panelists have been walking through and decisions they have made at various stages of their careers. In the latter
half of the session, we discuss what we need to start from now to become a part of the global medical community.
