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The American College of Physicians (ACP) is the world's largest organization of internal medicine specialists founded in 1915
and is an academic society with more than 152,000 members including internists, subspecialists, residents, fellows and medical
students of across 80 countries. And since 1975, over 35,000 physicians have earned an FACP (Fellow of ACP). Also, the J apan
chapter of the ACP was founded as the first branch of it for the first time in 2003 except for the American continent due to the
efforts of Dr. Kiyoshi Kurokawa.

As Japanese physicians, the significance and merit of participating in this organization are listed in the member benefits of the
Japan chapter's website. A sentence listed at the top is "If your achievements are recognized as a member, you will be able to
earn the honorable title of an FACP (Fellow of ACP). FACP is a person of integrity, who has an outstanding ability in the field of
internal medicine, has shown medical accomplishments and outstanding academic knowledge, is an honorable position that can
only be achieved by colleagues’ recognition."”

As of July 1, 2017, the ACP Japan chapter has 6 masters (MACPs), 320 fellows (FACPs), and one honorary fellow (honorary
FACP). Why MACPs and FACPs aimed for an FACP? What was the path it was? How did the practice in daily clinical practices
change after earning the title of the FACP? Moreover, how do they draw prospects as an FACP? MACPs and FACPs will explain its
acquisition meaning as well as messages for successors. It is scheduled to progress in the forms of presentations and a symposium
from various perspectives in this session. In addition, we will also outline the pathway to acquire certification in order to make
FACP acquisition familiar.
