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While preventive medicine is becoming increasingly important, limited opportunity exists for physicians to systematically learn
it. Can you provide appropriate, evidence-based advice to patients when asked, “should I receive bone density screening?”’ or
“how could I quit smoking?” Further, do you know fundamental principles of preventive medicine, and their difference from other
clinical medicine?

In this session, in addition to providing knowledge and skills, we aim to build core understanding of principles of preventive
medicine which are essential for all young professionals in practicing prevention in the daily practice.
