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Rapid development of artificial intelligence (AI) will be realistic in the near future. Certain portion of tasks which has been entirely
dependent on skillful human professionals up to now may be replaced by this technology. Medicine is not exceptional. After
extracting patient’s concern, Al would probably provide the best and the most efficient diagnostic strategies to approach to the
accurate diagnosis. Then, the most appropriate one among innumerable therapeutic modalities for each condition will be selected
instantaneously. Will we need human physicians in that era of Al technology? My answer is definitely Yes! The objective of this
presentation is to clarify irreplaceable minds and arts of human physicians for now and future.
