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[Background]
“Resident as a teacher”, in European countries and in the United States, the senior residents are the ones actively supervising in
the education of junior residents. However, in Japan, training hospitals where there are many residents, the education given by the
senior residents is not well-organized. In future Japan, Generalism is becoming more important because of the Fast-Ageing society
and the complicated disease structures. The most important opportunity to learn about primary care and emergency areas is in the
early stages of Clinical Training. Senior doctors directly supervise juniors in helping them make proper assessments and planning.
Learning among interns is very important. Education in the vicinity of this graduation grade is called “Near Peer Teaching”, the
Seniors are the Near Peer Role Models, and is recognized as a better learning method in the field of education. Even though the
practice in the medical field is still in the process of development, this realization and further progress can make Japan’s Clinical
Training better.”

The main reason why “Resident as a teacher” is being used a concrete example for workshop participation is that it can bring
back the general theme and realization of “Resident as a teacher” into hospitals, clinics and teaching places.
