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Acute abdomen and Physicians Competencies
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Medical education and residency training are conducted by means of “Outcome (Competency) — Based Education” in the United
States.

More than 10 years ago, ACGME (Accreditation Council of Graduate Medical Education) has defined and provided six
competencies which need to be taught and learned during training period. These are patient care including technical skills,
medical knowledge, practice-based learning and improvement, interpersonal and communication skills, professionalism, and
system-based practice. A number of changes have occurred and will occur in medical student education and residency training:
Medical education is ever-evolving, never-ending.

The first aim is to understand differential diagnoses
and to classify such diseases into 4 urgency levels / categories with their priority in management. The second aim is to learn six
physician’s competencies through these cases.
